Dear Parent/Carer, 

Visit to Lowestoft Maritime museum – Year 2  

I am organising a visit to Lowestoft Maritime Museum and Sparrow’s nest on Thursday 3rd November.  The aim of the visit 

is to further enhance our history curriculum. We will be learning about how Lowestoft has changed over time, finding out 

about the fishing village and fishing industry.

There is no obligation to contribute, however if we do not receive sufficient funding from parental contributions, I regret 

that the trip may have to be cancelled.
